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Announcement of Chulabhorn International College of Medicine
Subject: Application and Selection of Students for Nomination for the Research,
Internationalization and Education Scholarship (Full Scholarship)

For the Academic Year 2026

Thammasat University has established a policy to support scholarships for
research, internationalization and education in the form of tuition fee waivers for the normal
duration of study as prescribed by each academic program. However, the scholarship does not
cover other fees and expenses, including but not limited to accident insurance fees, student
status maintenance fees, graduation registration fees, late registration fees and other related

charges.

Chulabhorn International College of Medicine (CICM) hereby announces the call
for applications from students to be considered and nominated for the aforementioned

scholarship. The details are as follows:
1. Eligibility Criteria

1.1 Applicants must be prospective students seeking admission to Chulabhorn
International College of Medicine in one of the following programs:

1.1.1 Bachelor of Science Program in Cardiovascular and Thoracic
Technology (International Program)

1.1.2 Doctor of Optometry (International Program)

1.1.3 Master of Science Program in Integrative Medicine (International
Program)

1.1.4 Master of Science Program in Translational Bioclinical Sciences
and Innovation (International Program)

1.1.5 Master of Science Program in Social Gerontology (International
Program)

1.1.6 Master of Science Program in Bioinnovation and Entrepreneurship
(International Program) (Multidisciplinary Program)

1.1.7 Doctor of Philosophy Program in Integrative Medicine (International

Program)



1.1.8 Doctor of Philosophy Program in Biodlinical Scences (International
Program)

1.1.9 Doctor of Philosophy Program in Bioinnovation and Entrepreneurship
International Program)

1.2 Academic Performance Requirements

1.2.1 Applicants for the bachelor's degree programs must have a
cumulative grade point average (GPAX) of no less than 3.00 at
the upper secondary school level or equivalent.

1.2.2 Applicants for the master's degree programs must have a
cumulative grade point average (GPAX) of no less than 3.00 at
the bachelor's degree level or equivalent.

1.2.3 Applicants for the doctoral degree programs must have a
cumulative grade point average (GPAX) of no less than 3.25 at
the master's degree level or equivalent.

1.3 Applicants must possess one of the following English proficiency test scores:

1.3.1 IELTS
- Overall band score of 6.5 or higher

1.3.2 TU-GET
- Paper-based: a minimum score of 550
- Computer-based: a minimum score of 79

1.3.3 TOEFL
- Institutional Testing Program (ITP) or Paper-based: a minimum

score of 550
- Computer-based: a minimum score of 213
- Internet-based: a minimum score of 79
1.4 Applicants must have no record of serious legal or disciplinary offenses.

1.5 Applicants must not be recipients of any scholarship of financial support,

whether in whole or in part, in the form of tuition fee waivers from within or outside Thammasat

University.

2. Number of Scholarships

The scholarship is provided in the form of a tuition fee waiver and shall be

allocated as follows:

2.1 For International Students

2.1.1 Bachelor's Degree in Cardiovascular and Thoracic Technology
(International Program): 3 scholarships per academic year.

2.1.2 Doctor of Optometry (International Program): 3 scholarships per
academic year.

2.1.3 Master's degree programs: Applications for scholarships are accepted
without limitation on the number of applicants. Scholarship awards
shall be subject to the applicant's qualifications, available budget and
the discretion of the CICM Scholarship Committee.

2.1.4 Doctoral degree programs: Applications for scholarships are accepted
without limitation on the number of applicants. Scholarship awards
shall be subject to the applicant's qualifications, available budget and
the discretion of the CICM Scholarship Committee.

2.2 For Thai Students

2.2.1 Master's degree programs: One scholarship shall be awarded per
academic year.

2.2.2 Doctoral degree programs: Applications for scholarships are accepted
without limitation on the number of applicants. Scholarship awards
shall be subject to the applicant's qualifications, available budget and
the discretion of the CICM Scholarship Committee.

2.3 The allocation of scholarships shall be subject to the avaiability of available
scholarships, budget allocations and the discretion of the CICM Scholarship Committee. CICM
reserves the right not to award some or all scholarships if no applicant meets the required
qualifications or is deemed suitable.

2.4 The selection of scholarship recipients and the interpretation of the terms
and conditions under this announcement shall be at the discretion of the CICM Scholarship
Committee, whose decision shall be final.

Note: Any scholarship recipient who travels outside the Kingdom of Thailand
while receiving a scholarship from Thammasat University under the supervision of Chulabhorn
International College of Medicine (e.g., for student exchange programs, training, or research
abroad) for a period of four weeks or longer must notify the Scholarship Committee of CICM at
least 14 days prior to departure. Failure to do so may affect the consideration for scholarship

renewal in the subsequent semester.

3. Terms and Conditions of the Scholarship
3.1 Scholarship recipients shall receive a tuition fee waiver for the normal
duration of their academic program, effective from the Academic Year 2026, as follows:

3.1.1 Bachelor's degree programs: Tuition fees shall be waived for a period
of 4 or 6 academic years, depending on the normal duration of the
enrolled program.

3.1.2 Master's degree programs: Tuition fees shall be waived for a period
of 2 academic years.

3.1.3 Doctoral degree programs: Tuition fees shall be waived for a period
of 3 or 4 academic years, depending on the normal duration of the
enrolled program.

3.2 Scholarship recipients are required to participate in volunteer activities for
no fewer than 50 hours per academic year and submit supporting evidence to the Scholarship

Committee every semester.



3.3 Scholarship recipients are required to submit academic progress reports and
academic transcripts to the Scholarship Committee every semester. Scholarship recipients must
maintain a cumulative grade point average (GPAX) of no less than the following:

- Bachelor's degree programs: 2.75

- Master's degree programs: 3.25

- Doctoral degree programs: 3.50

3.4 Publication Requirements for Graduate Students

- Master's degree scholarship recipients must publish at least one research
article in a national or international academic journal indexed in TCI-1, ISI, or Scopus as the first
author prior to graduation. The publication must acknowledge "Thammasat University" as the
scholarship sponsor.

- Doctoral degree scholarship recipients must publish at least one research
article in an international academic journal indexed in ISI or Scopus as the first author prior to
graduation. The publication must acknowledge "Thammasat University" as the scholarship
sponsor.

3.5 Scholarship recipients must provide complete and accurate information and
supporting documents. If any false information, concealment of facts, or forged documents are
discovered at any stage of the application or scholarship period, CICM reserves the right to
revoke the scholarship and take further action in accordance with relevant university
regulations.

3.6 Volunteer activities under Clause 3.2 must be certified by CICM or an
organization approved by CICM. Supporting documents shall be submitted in accordance with
the requirements prescribed by CICM.

3.7 If a scholarship recipient fails to comply with the scholarship conditions set
forth in this announcement or any other related requirements, CICM reserves the right to
propose to the relevant Scholarship Committee the suspension, renewal, termination, or
revocation of the scholarship. Such actions shall be subject to the rules, regulations, and

discretion of the relevant Scholarship Committee, whose decision shall be deemed final.

7. An essay entitled “Reasons for Applying for the Scholarship,” with a minimum
length of 500 words in English
