Thammasat University is currently accepting applications for the special undergraduate program, the

Doctor of Medicine (English Program) at Chulabhorn International College of Medicine (CICM), Thammasat
University, for the Academic Year 2026, details are as follows.

1. Location of Study
The Doctor of Medicine (English Program) takes place at the Faculty of Medicine, Thammasat University

(Rangsit Campus)

Remark 1. All applicants must register through TCAS69 system.

2. Applicants can choose more than 1 program between the Doctor of Medicine (English

Program) and the Doctor of Dental Surgery (Bilingual Program), 6-year program, by
listing the most desired program as number 1.

3. In case the number of accepted students does not meet the criteria, the number of

candidates can be added in the next round.

3. Applicants’ Qualifications
3.1 General Qualifications

3.1.1 Can communicate in Thai.

3.1.2 Have high responsibility, careful, honest, and able to express their opinions at every
processes during admission, written examination, health check, and interview.
3.1.3 be able to work in official backgrounds or governmental units after graduation.

Candidates must sign a contract with the government according to regulations of the
government and the university.



3.2. Specific Requirements
3.2.1 Applicants must be under 28 years old (age counted until 315" August 2026)
3.2.2 Education
1) Applicants must have completed study or be currently enrolled in senior high
school (Mattayom 6) or an equivalent program and expected to graduate in the current academic year
with the programs approved by the Ministry of Education. OR
2) Applicants must have completed their study at domestic/overseas international
schools or are currently studying and expected to graduate in the current academic year, either Grade
12 (the American education system) or Year 13 (the British education system).
3) The following subject examination results in their transcript : 1) Biology, 2) Chemistry
and 3) Mathematics or Physics
4) Applicants presenting a High School Certificate Equivalency must submit all re-
quired documents and comply with the equivalency criteria set by the Ministry of Education and the

guidelines issued by Thammasat University (2564 B.E. Topic no. 4).

*Applicants with the General Educational Development (GED) certification are not

accepted for this program admission.

3.3 English Language Skills and Standard Knowledge
3.3.1 Applicants must present one of the following English proficiency test results:
1) IELTS — (The International English Language Testing System), Academic or UKVI
type, score of at least 6.5 (IELTS One Skill Retake results are not accepted) OR
2) TOEFL score - Internet-based test score of at least 79 OR
3) TU-GET score - Paper-based test score of at least 550 or Computer-based test score
of at least 79
* English proficiency test scores must be no more than two years old at the time of
the application deadline.
3.3.2 The University Clinical Aptitude Test (UCAT)
Only UCAT scores from the 2025 testing cycle will be considered

*Successful candidates may be required to take preparatory courses before the opening

of the new semester (details will be announced later by the Academic Services Division).

3.4 Specific Characteristics of Eligible Candidates
The specific characteristics for candidates to meet study requirements are based on 3 mains
ideals : (1) do no harm to patients, (2) do no harm to candidates of Doctor of Medicine program, and (3)
causing no obstruction to study, work, and professional operation. Therefore, candidates must possess

the following characteristics:
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3.4.1 Have characteristic to be able to work in official background or other official units after
completed their study. Candidates must signed one-sided binding contract or open contract with the
government according to regulation and condition of the government and the university.
3.4.2 Have good physical health, free from diseases, disease conditions, or disabilities that
would cause obstruction to study, work, and profession operation such as:
1) Severe psychological disorders which might cause harm to self and/or others
such as psychotic disorder, mood disorders, personality disorders (e.g. Antisocial
personality disorders or Borderline personality disorders), and other psychological
disorders that would obstruct study, work, and profession operation.
2) Contagious diseases that might cause harm to self, patients, or permanent
disability that will cause obstruction to study, work, and profession operation.
3) Non-contagious diseases or conditions that might cause obstruction to study and
harm to self, patients, and profession operation.
4) Physical disability that might cause obstruction to study, work, and profession
operation.
5) Abnormal hearing on both side with average hearing frequency of 500-2,000
hertz, higher than 40 decibels, and a speech discrimination score less than 70 due
to sensorineural hearing loss, which may cause obstruction to study, work, and
profession operation.
6) Abnormal vision as assessed by physician committees, concluding that it might
cause obstruction in study, work, and profession operation if the visual acuity on
the better eye is lower than 6/12 or 20/40 even after using magnified lens.
7) Other diseases and disabilities for which health check physician committees
Concluded may cause obstruction to study, work, and profession operation.
For health problems in Section 3.4.2, admission committees will make the decision

and the conclusion from the admission committees will be final.

4. Admission Process/Selection Criteria
The Admission process and criteria depend on the consideration of the selection committee of the
Doctor of Medicine (English Program).
4.1 Round 1 : Portfolio
4.1.1 The University Clinical Aptitude Test (UCAT)

Only UCAT scores from the 2025 testing cycle will be considered
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4.1.2 The portfolio must consist of no more than 10 pages on A4d-sized paper (excluding
the cover page, introduction, and table of contents). All content must be written in English, using
an appropriate font style and size, and must adhere to the specified format :
Page 1 : Profile (Personal Information / Self-Introduction / Statement of Purpose)
Page 2 : Educational Background starting from secondary school (or its equivalent). (For
applicants who are currently enrolled, an official letter from the school must
be submitted to confirm the applicant’s current enrollment status).
Page 3 : Academic Transcripts covering 4-6 semesters /or proof of graduation.
Page 4 : English Language Proficiency Test Report
Page 5 : UCAT (University Clinical Aptitude Test) Score Report
Page 6 : Special Knowledge, Skills, and Professions
Page 7 : Academic Activities, Research Projects, and Competitions
Page 8 : Activities on Morality and Ethics; Nurturing and Promoting Arts, Culture, and Society
Page 9 : Sports and Health Promotion Activities or Other Activities That Improve Social Skills
Page 10 : Awards, Certificates, and Other Activities

* The portfolio must be submitted in PDF format, with all documents combined into a single file.
Portfolios should be emailed to cicm.tu.meddent.admission@gmail.com between 15 October and 30
November 2025.

(Note: The portfolio is a crucial component of the admission process. Applicants are there-fore strongly

encouraged to submit it to Chulabhorn International College of Medicine before the application deadline).

4.1.3 Medical Examination (Applicable only to applicants who are selected and

eligible for enrollment) The medical examination report must be submitted on

the day of signing the student contract for enrollment in the Doctor of Medicine
program.

4.1.4 Interview : Interview evaluating the applicants’ attitudes on occupational appropriateness.

*Interview will be conducted in English.

4.2 Round 2 : Quota
The Round 2 Quota is considered only for candidates who have already applied to the
CICM program in Round 1 (Portfolio) and have received scores in all parts of the selection criteria.
Selection will be based on the committee’s consideration and will follow the order of scores.
Candidates must not have confirmed their intention to study in the Doctor of Medicine
program through the Clearing House system, as specified by the Council of University Presidents of
Thailand (CUPT), in the previous round (Portfolio-1). This also includes waiving their rights to confirm

through the Clearing House.

If found later that candidates do not meet any of the aforementioned requirements or given false
information, whether intentionally or not, they will be disqualified from studying in the Doctor of

Medicine (English Program) regardless of whether they have successfully passed the admission process.




5. Conditions for Candidates of the Doctor of Medicine (English Program)

5.1 Each candidate has the right to select only one program to study. Candidates may select from
the available programs based on the specific requirements. Once candidates confirm their decision to
study in a particular program, they cannot apply for the next admission round. If they wish to apply in
the next round, candidates must waive their previous admission. The waiver of study process must be
completed online on the Council of University Presidents of Thailand’s website within specific
timeframe. However, the waiver of admission to register again can be done only once. Any waiver of
admission outside of the specified time will not be considered valid through official channel.

5.2 Candidates must not be currently enrolled in Doctor of medicine programs of other universities/
institutions unless they have resigned from such universities/institutions before 22 December 2025.

5.3 Candidates must check and ensure that they meet the requirements stated in the admission
announcement. If the university later found that any candidates do not meet the specified requirements, they

will not be permitted to enroll in the program. No refund will be issued under any circumstances.

6.2 Application Process

6.2.1 Please carefully review information in this announcement for your own benefit.

6.2.2 Candidates can select to study more than 1 program as stated in Section 1 by listing
the most desired program as number 1 (if they wished to change the order of the
programs after admission process, they may done so by following Section 6.2.7).

6.2.3 Candidates are required to register and save their information via online admission
system at www.cicm.tu.ac.th within specified date and time. Please save your
admission information independently and carefully check various information for
your own benefit.

6.2.4 Candidates must print out their online application form and verify that all
information is correct. They should bring the forms as evidence when paying for

the admission. If it is later found that the information is incorrect, candidates are
required to go back and edit their information. The university will use information
on the INTRANET as the main source of candidates’ information (candidates must

print out their admission forms to keep as evidence on the inspection day).

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6.2.5 After completing the online application form, candidates must pay the 2,000 THB
application fee through a Thai mobile banking app by scanning the QR code
generated by the system. After making the payment, candidates must save and
upload the payment slip to the system. All steps must be completed within
30 minutes.

> If any candidate does not complete the payment for admission
within the specified date and time, their admission and personal details for
the online application are considered voided.

>> Once the payment has been completed, the admission process is
considered successful, and the university will not refund any admission and

examination fees to candidates under any circumstances.

6.2.6 Candidates can check their admission status and payment status 3 days after have
completing the payment (excluding the day of payment, Saturday, Sunday, and
official holidays) at www.cicm.tu.ac.th by selecting the ‘check status’ menu and
enter their password.

6.2.7 If applicants wish to cancel the selection of a program and apply for a new one,
they can do so through the online system only by following these steps:

1) Cancel the selected program.

2) Reapply for a new program according to the application process.

3) Cancellation of the previous registered program or register for a new
program must be completed within the last day of application.

6.2.8 In case of cancellation of application form in the online system after payment has
already been made, the information on the application form will no longer have any
effect due to the cancellation of application in the online system. Information from
the cancelled application form will not be used in any inspection or in preparing the
test location. Therefore, before completing the payment, please verify that the application
form has not been cancelled and the information on the admission form is correct.

1. Only the University Clinical Aptitude Test (UCAT) 2025 scores are accepted for the 2026 admission cycle.

2. Applicants who do not attend the interview examination will be considered as ineligible.

3. Successful candidates must confirm their intention to study through the Clearing House
system as specified by the Council of University Presidents of Thailand (CUPT).

4. Successful candidates who do not report, fail to sign the contract to enroll as medical students
at Thammasat University, or do not pay the required amount of one semester’s education fee will be
considered as disclaimers.

5. Eligibility Criteria for TCAS 2 (Quota Round). Only applicants who have previously applied and
received a selection result in Round 1 with CICM will be considered. Applicants must not currently hold
admission rights at any institution and must not have confirmed admission to the Doctor of Medicine
Program through the TCAS system at any government university or autonomous institution in Round 1.

This restriction also applies to applicants who have withdrawn their confirmed admission rights

after initially confirming them.

8.1 Portfolio

8.2 The University Clinical Aptitude Test (UCAT) score for the year 2025 only

8.3 Educational qualifications and academic transcripts as specified in the applicant
eligibility criteria. For applicants who are currently studying, a school certificate
indicating enrollment in Mathayom 6 (Grade 12 or Year 13) and expected graduation in
the current academic year must be provided.

8.4 High school academic record or equivalent (transcript)

8.5 National ID card

8.6 English language proficiency certificate (one of the specified tests)

Applicants must present the original documents along with signed certified

copies for items 8.2-8.6 on the date of signing the medical student enrollment contract.

9. Application Fee
9.1 Application fee: 2,000 THB and bank fee (pay within specified dates and times)
9.2 Interview fees: 3,000 THB (If candidates already paid for these fees, no refund will be
considered in any cases regardless whether their admission evidence failed to meet the

requirements).




10. Health Examination

Applicants may download the Medical and Chest X-ray Examination Report Form from the offi-
cial website at www.cicm.tu.ac.th by navigating to Admission > Undergraduate Programs, then selecting
the specific program they are applying to. The form must be brought to a government or private hospital
for a physical examination and chest X-ray. The attending physician is required to complete the form,
sign it, and affix the hospital’s official stamp.

Only candidates who are offered admission are required to submit the completed medical

and chest X-ray report on the day of signing the student enrollment agreement.

11. MMI (Multiple Mini Interview)
Round 1 : Portfolio , the interview dates will be during 22 - 26 December 2025. (To be announced)

12. Conditions of Successful Candidates to Register as Students
12.1 AUl successful candidates must pass all the admission process to study in Thammasat University.

1) For those successful candidates who hold Thai nationals must confirm the
intention to study through the Clearing House system as specified by the Council of University
Presidents of Thailand.

2) Successful candidates must follow the regulations to become medical students of
Thammasat University. Other gualifications must be accordance with Thammasat University's regulation
regarding undergraduate studies, 2568 B.E.

3.) Student registration process must be in accordance with Thammasat University's
regulation regarding undergraduate studies, 2568 B.E.

If Thammasat University later found that successful candidates do not meet any
of the aforementioned requirements, the students’ rights to study will be voided and no refund
will be issued in any cases.

12.2 For candidates who already registered as the students of Thammasat University, if the university
later found that the candidates gave forgery document during registration or application process, they will be
excluded from being the students of Thammasat University and legal actions regarding criminal laws will be
taken against them.
