The qualifications of applicants must be in accordance with rules and regulations of

Thammasat University for Graduate Studies as follows:

2.1 Master of Science in Bioinnovation and Entrepreneurship (International Program)

(Multidisciplinary Program)

Plan 1 (lectures and dissertations) is required to have a minimum of 12 credits of

dissertations and lecture completion of no less than 24 credits.

1) Applicants Must have completed an undergraduate in Bachelor of Science, Bachelor in
Health Sciences, Bachelor of Engineering, Bachelor of Administration, or related fields that are

approved by the University Council.

2) Applicants must have A cumulative grade point in a bachelor’'s degree must not be lower

than 2.50.

3) Applicants must have the English proficiency test scores according to program

requirements (Valid for two years from the test date to the application date).



4) Foreign applicants must meet the aforementioned qualifications (No. 1-3), while foreign
applicants who use English as their primary language must meet qualifications No. 1-2. Additionally,

scholarship recipients must fulfill the criteria set by the scholarship organization.

5) Other qualifications must be in accordance with Thammasat University’s regulation

regarding graduate studies, 2561 B.E.

2.1 Doctor of Philosophy in Bioinnovation and Entrepreneurship (International Program)

(Multidisciplinary Program)

Plan 2.1 is required to have a minimum of 36 credits of dissertations and lecture completion

of no less than 12 credits.

1) Applicants Must have completed a degree in Master of Science, Master in Health
Sciences, Master of Engineering, Master of Administration, or related fields that are approved by the

University Council.

2) Applicants must have A cumulative grade point in a bachelor’'s degree must not be lower

than 3.00.

3) Applicants must have the English proficiency test scores according to program

requirements (Valid for two years from the test date to the application date).

4) Foreign applicants must meet the aforementioned qualifications (No. 1-3), while foreign
applicants who use English as their primary language must meet qualifications No. 1-2. Additionally,

scholarship recipients must fulfill the criteria set by the scholarship organization.

5) Other qualifications must be in accordance with Thammasat University’s regulation

regarding graduate studies, 2561 B.E.



If later found that the applicants do not meet one of the requirements, given false information, or

intentionally concealed information, they will be disqualified to study in the Master of Science and Doctor of
Philosophy Programs in Bioinnovation and Entrepreneurship (International Program) (Multidisciplinary

Program) regardless of whether they pass the admission examination.

3.4 Send one set of original and one set of copy documents (with the applicant’s signature
confirming certified true copy) via postal service to Chulabhorn International College of Medicine,
Thammasat University, Rangsit Campus, 99 Moo 18, Phaholyothin Road, Khlong Nueng, Khlong
Luang, Pathum Thani, 12120, before 16 November, 2025. If the evidence were sent later than the

stated date, their right to study will be waived and application fee cannot be reimbursed.

4.4 An English proficiency test result of TOEFL, TU-GET, or IELTS according to international
program requirements set by the university. The test results must not exceed 2 years from the date

of sending the application form.

Foreign students who use English as their official language or students who have completed
their studies in English programs within 2 years from the graduation date to the application date will
be exempt from submitting their English language test results. Instead, they can present evidence
that demonstrates their English language ability, such as a copy of their transcript, diploma, or other

types of evidence, to the program's committee.

4.5 Other types of documents: if applicants lack qualifications or do not meet the
aforementioned requirements, they must submit GR-002 General Request Form to the Committee of

Graduate Studies, Chulabhorn International College of Medicine for requirement consideration.

The decision of the Admission Committee is final.
