Title: Admission for Master of Science Program in Social Gerontology (International Program)

Chulabhorn International College of Medicine for Academic Year 2025

As Thammasat University deems it appropriate to open applications for the admission in the Master of Science
Program in Social Gerontology (International Program), Chulabhorn International College of Medicine, for the
academic year 2025, the university hereby announces the application and selection schedule, as well as the relevant
details, as follows:
1.Program Available: Master of Science in Social Gerontology (International Program)

2. Program details

The Master of Science Program in Social Gerontology is a two-year full-time graduate program. It follows a
bi-semester academic system and is conducted in English. Students are required to register for coursework totaling no
less than 36 credits. The program is structured as follows:

Plan 1 (Research-Oriented): This study plan focuses on conducting research through the completion of a
thesis.

Additional courses may be taken without credit, based on the recommendation of the advisor and at the

discretion of the program's administrative committee.

3. Intake of 3 students per year

4. Applicant qualifications
4.1 Qualifications of applicants must comply with Thammasat University Regulations on Graduate Studies, B. E.
2561 (2018), Articles 22-23, and meet the following criteria:

Students must meet the general qualifications and must not possess the following disqualifications:

4.1.1) Applicants must not have any medical conditions that would significantly hinder their
education

4.1.2) Not engaged in morally improper behavior or displaying severely detrimental conduct.

4.1.3) Must not have been expelled from a university or other higher education institution due to

disciplinary misconduct within 10 years prior to applying for admission.



4.1.4) Must not be a current student enrolled in another program at Thammasat University, unless
the ongoing studies in the other program do not interfere with the Social Gerontology program and have been
individually approved by the Rector.

4.2 Specific Qualifications for Applicants Seeking Admission to Plan 1 (Research-Oriented) Thesis-Only
Option

4.2.1) Completed a bachelor's degree in any field from a university, either domestic or international,
recognized by the University Council.

4.2.2) Have at least 2 years of work experience related to or involving older adults, or have conducted
research (not part of a thesis) that has been published in an academic journal recognized by the Ministry of Higher
Education, Science, Research and Innovation (MHESI) or indexed in the TCI database. Evidence must demonstrate
that the applicant contributed no less than 50% to the research.

4.2.3) 1l Applicants must have an English proficiency test result that aligns with the admission
criteria for international programs set by the university, with one of the following test results:

TOEFL Paper-based equal or more than 550 scores

TOEFL- Institutional Testing Program (ITP) equal or more than 550 scores

TOEFL Internet-based equal or more than 79 scores
TU-GET Paper-based equal or more than 500 scores
TU-GET Computer-based equal or more than 79 scores
IELTS equal or more than 6.5
TOEIC equal or more than 750 scores

(Including an interview to assess English proficiency conducted by a foreign examiner)

- International students whose official language is English, or students who have graduated from
an institution abroad or from a program taught in English within the past two years (calculated from the graduation
date to the application date), are exempt from submitting English proficiency test scores. They will be considered to
have achieved a grade of P (Pass) upon admission.

- Students who have previously completed courses TU00S5 English 1 and TU006 English 2 with a
grade of P (Pass) while enrolled in a master’s program at Thammasat University are exempt from taking the foreign
language proficiency examination required for graduation. However, the completion of these courses must have
occurred within two years, calculated from the date of passing TU006 English 2 to the date of the admission
examination.

- If an applicant's English test score does not meet the university's requirements or if no English
test score is available, they may be admitted conditionally. The applicant must submit a valid English proficiency test
score that meets the university’s criteria within the first semester of enrollment. If the deadline is not met, the student

must enroll in and pass the courses TU005 English 1 and TU006 English 2 with a grade of P (Pass).



5. Selection of Applicants for Admission
Pass the thesis proposal
Pass the interview
Have one of the English test scores as specified in the specific qualifications (Clause 4.2.3).

6. Application for Examination
Applications are open from now until December 30, 2024.

6.1 Application Procedure for the Examination

Applicants can apply online at www.cicm.tu.ac.th.

6.2 Examination Fee

Applicants must pay the application fee of 1,000 Baht through the account "Graduate Program-CICM TU" at
Siam Commercial Bank, Thammasat University Hospital Branch, Thammasat University (Rangsit Campus). The
account number is 468-034738-9.
Note: The payment does not include bank transaction fees.

6.3 Required Documents for Application

Applicants must present the required documents on the day of the written examination and interview as
follows:

1) A Copy of the national ID card (Original document along with a copy, with the applicant's

signature certifying that it is a true copy).

2) A copy of the bachelor's or master's degree certificate (for those who have already graduated), or
a certificate of enrollment indicating that the applicant is in their final year, along with a transcript of records (for those
currently studying).

3) An official transcript of records covering the entire course of study (for those who have already

graduated).

4) English test results (TOEFL, TU-GET, or IELTS) that meet the admission requirements for the
international program set by the university, with a validity of no more than 2 years from the date of application
submission.

6.4 Other Conditions for Examination Application and Selection Process

1) Other documents: In cases where the applicant is missing or does not meet the required

qualifications, please fill out the GR-002 General Request form for the Graduate School Committee of the Chulabhorn

International College of Medicine, to review the qualifications.
